Today’s Readings from the Holy Scripture  

  

 The Epistle of St Paul to the Galatians 2:1-10 

 

Fourteen years later I went up again to Jerusalem, this time with Barnabas. I 

took Titus along also. I went in response to a revelation and set before them the 

gospel that I preach among the Gentiles. But I did this privately to those who 

seemed to be leaders; for fear that I was running or had run my race in vain. Yet 

not even Titus, who was with me, was compelled to be circumcised, even though 

he was a Greek. [This matter arose] because some false brothers had infiltrated 

our ranks to spy on the freedom we have in Christ Jesus and to make us slaves. 

We did not give in to them for a moment, so that the truth of the gospel might 

remain with you. As for those who seemed to be important--whatever they were 

makes no difference to me; God does not judge by external appearance--those 

men added nothing to my message. On the contrary, they saw that I had been 

entrusted with the task of preaching the gospel to the Gentiles, just as Peter had 

been to the Jews. For God, who was at work in the ministry of Peter as an apos-

tle to the Jews, was also at work in my ministry as an apostle to the Gentiles. 

James, Peter and John, those reputed to be pillars, gave Barnabas and me the 

right hand of fellowship when they recognized the grace given to me. They 

agreed that we should go to the Gentiles, and they to the Jews.  

 
 

 

 Gospel of Jesus Christ According to St. Mark 12:35-44 

 

While Jesus was teaching in the temple courts, he asked, "How is it that the 

teachers of the law say that the Christ is the son of David? David himself, speak-

ing by the Holy Spirit, declared: "`The Lord said to my Lord: "Sit at my right hand 

until I put your enemies under your feet." ‘David himself calls him `Lord.' How 

then can he be his son?"   The large crowd listened to him with delight. As he 

taught, Jesus said, "Watch out for the teachers of the law. They like to walk 

around in flowing robes and be greeted in the marketplaces, and have the most 

important seats in the synagogues and the places of honor at banquets. They 

devour widows' houses and for a show make lengthy prayers. Such men will be 

punished most severely." Jesus sat down opposite the place where the offerings 

were put and watched the crowd putting their money into the temple treasury. 

Many rich people threw in large amounts. But a poor widow came and put in two 

very small copper coins, worth only a fraction of a penny. Calling his disciples to 

him, Jesus said, "I tell you the truth, this poor widow has put more into the treas-
