The First Epistle of St Paul to Timothy 1: 1-11

Paul, an apostle of Christ Jesus by the command of God our Savior and of Christ
Jesus our hope; to Timothy my true son in the faith: Grace, mercy and peace from God
the Father and Christ Jesus our Lord.

As | urged you when | went into Macedonia, stay there in Ephesus so that you may com-
mand certain people not to teach false doctrines any longer or to devote

themselves to myths and endless genealogies. Such things promote controversial specula-
tions rather than advancing God’s work—which is by faith. The goal of this command is
love, which comes from a pure heart and a good conscience and a

sincere faith. Some have departed from these and have turned to meaningless talk. They
want to be teachers of the law, but they do not know what they are talking about or what
they so confidently affirm.

We know that the law is good if one uses it properly. We also know that the law is
made not for the righteous but for lawbreakers and rebels, the ungodly and sinful, the un-
holy and irreligious, for those who kill their fathers or mothers, for
murderers, for the sexually immoral, for those practicing homosexuality, for slave
traders and liars and perjurers—and for whatever else is contrary to the sound
doctrine that conforms to the gospel concerning the glory of the blessed God, which he
entrusted to me.

The Gospel of Jesus Christ According to John 2: 1-11

On the third day a wedding took place at Cana in Galilee. Jesus’ mother was
there, and Jesus and His disciples had also been invited to the wedding. When the wine
was gone, Jesus’ mother said to Him, “They have no more wine.”

“Woman, why do you involve Me?” Jesus replied. “My hour has not yet come.”
His mother said to the servants, “Do whatever He tells you.”

Nearby stood six stone water jars, the kind used by the Jews for ceremonial
washing, each holding from twenty to thirty gallons.

Jesus said to the servants, “Fill the jars with water”; so they filled them to the
brim.

Then He told them, “Now draw some out and take it to the master of the
banquet.”

They did so, and the master of the banquet tasted the water that had been turned
into wine. He did not realize where it had come from, though the servants who had drawn
the water knew. Then he called the bridegroom aside and said, “Everyone brings out the
choice wine first and then the cheaper wine after the guests have had too much to drink;
