So also, when we were underage, we were in slavery under the elemental
spiritual forces of the world. But when the set time had fully come, God sent His Son,
born of a woman, born under the law, to redeem those under the law, that we might
receive adoption to sonship. Because you are His sons, God sent the Spirit of His Son
into our hearts, the Spirit who calls out, “Abba, Father.” So you are no longer a slave,
but God’s child; and since you are His child, God has made you also an heir.

The Holy Gospel of Jesus Christ According to St. Luke 4:14-24

Jesus returned to Galilee in the power of the Spirit, and news about Him
spreads through the whole countryside. He was teaching in their synagogues, and
everyone praised Him.

He went to Nazareth, where he had been brought up, and on the Sabbath day
He went into the synagogue, as was His custom. He stood up to read, and the scroll of
the prophet Isaiah was handed to Him. Unrolling it, He found the place where it is
written:

“The Spirit of the Lord is on Me, because He has anointed Me to proclaim good news
to the poor. He has sent Me to proclaim freedom for the prisoners and recovery of sight
for the blind, to set the oppressed free, to proclaim the year of the Lord’s favor.”

Then He rolled up the scroll, gave it back to the attendant and sat down. The
eyes of everyone in the synagogue were fastened on Him. He began by saying to
them, “Today this scripture is fulfilled in your hearing.”

All spoke well of Him and were amazed at the gracious words that came from
His lips. “Isn’'t this Joseph’s son?” they asked. Jesus said to them, “Surely you will
quote this proverb to Me: ‘Physician, heal yourselfl’ And you will tell Me, ‘Do here in
Your hometown what we have heard that You did in Capernaum.” “Truly I tell you,” He
continued, “no prophet is accepted in his hometown.”
