Do your best to present yourself to God as one approved, a worker who does not need to be ashamed and 
who correctly handles the word of truth.  Avoid godless chatter, because those who indulge in it will become 
more and more ungodly.  Their teaching will spread like gangrene.  Among them are Hymenaeus and 
Philetus, who have departed from the truth.  They say that the resurrection has already taken place, and they 
destroy the faith of some.  Nevertheless, God‟s solid foundation stands firm, sealed with this inscription: 
“The Lord knows those who are His,” and, “Everyone who confesses the name of the Lord must turn away 
from wickedness.”

And this is the will of Him who sent Me, that I shall lose none of all those He has given Me, but raise them 
up at the last day.  For my Father‟s will is that everyone who looks to the Son and believes in Him shall have 
eternal life, and I will raise them up at the last day.”  At this the Jews there began to grumble about Him 
because He said, “I am the bread that came down from heaven.”  They said, “Is this not Jesus, the son of 
Joseph, whose father and mother we know?  How can He now say, „I came down from heaven‟?”   “Stop 
grumbling among yourselves,” Jesus answered.  “No one can come to Me unless the Father who sent Me 
draws them, and I will raise them up at the last day.  It is written in the Prophets: „They will all be taught by 
God.‟ Everyone who has heard the Father and learned from Him comes to Me.  No one has seen the Father 
except the one who is from God; only he has seen the Father.  Very truly I tell you, the one who believes has 
eternal life.  



Dr. Kaligian is the author of Armenian Organization and Ideology Under 

Ottoman Rule: 1908-1914, which will soon be released in paperback.  The 

book is part of the Transaction Armenian Studies Series under the general 

editorship of Gerard Libaridian.  It sets the record straight in terms of 

understanding Armenian-Turkish relations between 1908 and 1914, a short, 

but pivotal period in the history of the Armenian Nation. 

 

Dr. Kaligian has taught history at Clark University and Regis, Westfield 

State, and Wheaton colleges.  He is past chairperson of the ANCA Eastern 

Region and Managing Editor of the Armenian Review.  He received his Ph.D. 

in history from Boston College in 2003.  His book, Armenian Organization 

and Ideology Under Ottoman Rule, 1908-1914, was published in 2009 by 

Transaction Publishing.  His articles have been published in the Journal of 

Genocide Research, the Armenian Review, and in the book, Late Ottoman 

Genocides: The Dissolution of the Ottoman Empire and Young Turkish 

Population and Extermination Policies (Routledge, 2009).
